Council member Phil Myers led the council in prayer. 
 
Council member Nick Summers led the council in the pledge to the American flag.

Mayor Cantrell presented a key to the City to Carolyn Williams. Ms Williams retired after 69 years from the Mayfield Messenger. 
 
Mayor Cantrell recognized Don Simpkins for his years of service (1997-2015), to the Board of Zoning and Condemnation Board. 
 
Mayor Cantrell recognized Vintage Depot as the business of the month. Jerry and Patsy Crouch with Vintage Depot were 
presented with a certificate of appreciation. 
  
On a motion by Myers, and seconded by Jackson and with Poole, Summers, Page, Adams, Whitnell, McDonald, O’Nan, Myers 
and Jackson voting yea, and with none voting nay, Council approved the minutes, from the June 8, 2015 meeting. Motion 
passed unanimously.  

   
NEW BUSINESS 

    
On a motion by Myers, and seconded by Adams to approved Resolution 7-1-15 “a resolution approving the standardization 
of promotions and salary bases within the fire department.” 
 
A motion was then made by Adams and seconded by Jackson and with Poole, Summers, Page, Adams, Whitnell, McDonald, 
O’Nan, Myers and Jackson voting yea and with none voting nay Council approved amended Resolution 7-1-15 to state an 
effective date of first full payroll in September 2015. Motion passed unanimously. 
 
Then on the motion made by Myers, and seconded by Adams and with Jackson, Myers, O’Nan, McDonald, Whitnell, Adams, 
Page, Summers and Poole voting yea, and with none voting nay, Council approved Resolution 7-1-15 “a resolution 
approving the standardization of promotions and salary bases within the fire department.” Motion passed unanimously. 
 
On motion by McDonald, and seconded by Myers, and with Poole, Summers, Page, Adams, Whitnell, McDonald, O’Nan, Myers, 
and Jackson voting yea, and with none voting nay, Council approved Resolution 7-2-15 “a resolution approving the merger 
of Charter Communications and Time Warner Cable”  Motion passed unanimously. 
 
Reports from Department Heads and Committees were given. Mayor Cantrell announced the board that council members 
had been assigned to and they also gave their respective board reports.
